(Swimming), Martha Sandoval Gustafson (Wheelchair Athletics)

Winners will be announced at the 2010 Ontario Sport Awards dinner on April 14 in Toronto.

Ontario’s athletes and coaches will also showcase their skills at home when the GTA hosts the
Pan/Parapan American Games in 2015. The Games will create thousands of construction jobs,
improve sports infrastructure, and bring 250,000 athletes, coaches and tourists to Ontario.

= Award winners are chosen by the Sport Awards Selection Committee, a group of former athletes
and sport administrators from Ontario.
